heard because of His godly fear,

---- He was a Priest before Abraham (or any Jew)
---- He had no father or mother (OR E)ilSTED ETERNALL))

HEB. 7: 3 (referring to Melchizedek, but ALSO CHRIST) ...without father, without



mother, without genealogy, having neither beginning of days nor end of life, but made
like the Son of God, remains a priest continually.

---- NOT DESCENDED FROM LEVI, BLIT FROM JITDAH
Im,B. 7213-14 For He of whom these things are spoken belongs to another tribe, from
which no man has officiated atthe altar.
14 For it is evident that our Lord arose from Judah, of which tribe Moses spoke

nothing concerning priesthood.

HEB. 7:23 Also there were many priests, because they were prevented by death from
continuing
24But He, because He continues forever, has an unchangeable priesthood.
25 Therefore He is also able to save to the uttermost those who come to God through
Him, since He always lives to make intercession for them.
26For such a High Priest was fitting for us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate
from sinners, and has become higher than the heavens;
27 who does not need daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifices, first for
His own sins and then for the people's, for this IIe did once for all when He
offered up Himself..

The priesthood shall be theirs for a perpetual statute. So you shall consecrate
Aaron and his sons.

6 fl "and they shall make the ephod of gold, blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and
fine woven linen, artistically worked.

NOTICE TIIE VETL WAS OF TITE', SAME MATERIAL MINUS TTIT', GOLD
EX. 36:35 tlAnd he made a VEIL of blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine woven
linen; it was worked with an artistic design of cherubim.

SO CHRIST AS IIIGH PRTEST WORE THT' SAME EPHOD AS IIIGH PRIEST,

41"So you shall put them on Aaron your brother and on his sons with him. You shall
anoint them, consecrate them, and sancti$r them, that they may MINISTER TO Me
as priests.

SAME WORD 5509 IS USED IN WHEN GOD MADE GARMENTS FOR
ADAM AND EYE, II\IVOLVING A DEATH, A SACRIFICE FoR SIN
GEN.3:21 Also for Adam and his wife the LORD God made tunics (5509) of skin,
and clothed them.

ON THT, CROSS TIIT' GUARDS TOOK OFF CIIRIST'S TIINI-IC (5509) AND
CAST LOTS FOR IT, FOR IT WAS SEAMLESS AS WELL AS HIS
GARMEI.{TS (2440) SO TI{AT HE WAS NAKED AS HII LAY DOWN HIS
LIF'E.

JOHN 192 23 "Then the soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took His
GARMENTS (2440) and made four parts, to each soldier apart, and also the TUMC.
Now the tunic (5509) was

THAT ''GARMENT'' IS TI{E ''ROBE'' DIPPED IN BLOOD IN RE\TELATION
Rev. 19:11 Now I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse. And He who sat on
him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He judges and makes war.
12 His eyes were like a flame of fire, and on His head were many crowns. He had a
name written that no one knew except Himself.
13 He was clothed with a ROBE (244q DIPPED IN BLOOD, and His name is called
The Word of God.
14 And the armies in heaven, clothed in FINE LINEN (1039) white and clean,
followed Him on white horses.

IN LEV. TIIE HIGH PRIEST FIRST TAKES OFF HIS HIGH PRIESTLY ROBE,
AND PUIS ON PLAIN LINEN LiNDERGARMENTS
LEV 16:4 "He shall put the holy linen tunic and the linen undergarments shall be
next to his body; he shall be girded with a linen sash, and with the linen turban he
shall be attired. These are holy gannents. Therefore he shall wash his body in water,
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and put them on.

TIIEN HE IS PREPARED TO GO INTO TIIE HOLY OF HOLIES. }IE DIDN'T
WEAR HIS GLORY AND BEAUTY ROBES INTO HOLY OF HOLIES.
